Approval of Sept 11 meeting meetings 
The Sept 11 meeting minutes are posted on the Wylie Band website.   Motion to approve the minutes by Tammie Hogue.  The motion was seconded by Kenny Nickel. The motion passed unanimously.


Financial report - Krysmon Richardson
 Krysmon passed out and reviewed the September 2011 financial report.  Concessions sales have been ahead over last year.  The Homecoming game brought in $8,863.59 sales.  Wylie East sales are averaging around $4,800.  The Wylie Showcase brought in about $1,269 in concessions sales.  (This is not included on financials will be posted on October’s financials).  Expenses were reviewed, trailer and pit replacing tires, we have spent more than budgeted in travel.  Question was raised where the additional money will come from, answer that we are still drawing income for the year and the budget can be adjusted.  There was no motion to approve the financials since Septembers data was not complete as the month just ended.

Spirit sales – Monica Prado
Sweatshirts will be by order only, no need to pre purchase.  The white crest t-shirts have had a problem with the colors bleeding.   The vendor said will replace if they bleed.  Monica will send Brian a note to pass on to band directors to let kids know.  Kids will be able to wear hoodies to school this year.  

Upcoming events Jean Ann Jacobs
There are 3 more contests; we need to fill slots for volunteers on charms. Bandwiches and cookies are included in Charms this year to insure a variety of sandwiches.  Jean Ann mentioned that we like to sit together at competitions to cheer, we can bring signs.  Cheering at contests appropriate.  The state competition will be in San Antonio on the first Tuesday of November.  Brian requested feedback on the ease of using Charms.  If you have signed up for something on Charms then cannot make it you need to email Brian or Jean Ann to remove your name.  There was some concern regarding not being able to log into Charms via the Charms website.  The way around this is to go to the Wylie Band website and click on the calendar which does not require you to log in.

New Business 

Mark Durbin  Mark was contacted by Home Depot’s manager the night of march-a-thon he wanted to know why we did not march thru Home Depot. Mark explained that in past we were told we could not. They have a new manager and he asked if we would want band to play maybe for a playoff or concert… they want us to come thru next year’s march-a-thon.  This is in preliminary discussions, we need to discuss with Mr. Dixon, technically, this is Wylie East ‘territory’.   Jean Ann expressed concern that parents may be tapped out to do another event during this time. Further discussion is needed.


Kenny Nickel Discussed that the Pit is in need to purchase at least 3 ice chests soon.  They need to be 150-160 qt marine ice chests.  Motion to approve providing the Pit $300.00 for the purchase of ice chests from the booster special purchase budget by Jean Ann Jacobs.  The motion was seconded by Tiffany Hutchinson.  The motion passed unanimously to spend $300.00 to purchase coolers from booster special purchase account.

Brian Wickett  Discussed assigning an event coordinator for the American Classic event at the Myerson, someone other than the officers to lead and work with Mr. Dixon and officers.   Explained that this is a 2 day event.  We ‘host’ the event by providing the set up and volunteers throughout the day. We make $5,000 from the event… would like to discuss further next month.  

Mauren Kielius presented the thank you plaque for Dr. Shacherer for his donation of water.   Jean Ann will deliver.

Jean Ann asked for assistance with the Christmas concert receptions.  Cookies and punch are provided after the concerts.  

Mark Durbin The band webpage will redesign. Mark will redesign and set up a test site.  He will send out to everyone, and would like feedback.  


Band Director Reports

Leslie Wood, Cooper Jr. High director Reported that Play-a-thon was a success.  Approximately 400 in attendance and they played 20 songs.    $5,500 was netted.  It was the most successful fundraiser at Cooper.  Upcoming football game 8th graders will play with that Wylie Band and November 14 is the winter concert.  October 21st, Cooper and Draper will volunteer to work concessions for senior night. Jean Ann commented that McMillan really stepped up and provided a lot of volunteers for the Homecoming game.  

Laurie Hemann, McMillan Jr High Director Reported that McMillan’s Play-a-thon is scheduled next month.  They will have celebrity conductors - Mayor Hogue will come dressed as ball player, Batman and Lady Liberty will also conduct.  They are prepping for All-Region.  McMillan can help with concessions.  


Mr Dixon  Reported on the Wylie Showcase and thanked all volunteers, we did well.  Plano East contest coming up and UIL.  He has some surprises for UIL.  The spring trip info went out today as well as fundraiser opportunity.  State marching contest is on November 8th, they will leave on Monday around lunch come back Wed.… all arrangements have been made. Mr. Dixon explained the   Sequence for state – they need to make ‘1’ at region to advance to area. 1 for every 5 bands advance to state….i.e. 30 bands 6 advance to state.  


Shelly Nickel motioned to adjourn, Tiffany Hutchinson second the motion. The motion passed unanimously and meeting adjourned at 7:50pm.
