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Marching Band

students in grades 9-12 are expected to participate in the Marching Band. Students who participate in certain

school sponsored varsity level events such as drill team or football may be excused from participation at the
discretion of the band director. Please note different solutions will be presented for varying situations. Students

may also be excused from participation in the marching band for other reasons such as medical complications or
physical disabilities. Such exemptions will be at the discretion of the director.

Marching Band Positions

1. That Wylie Band will consist of all students in grades 9-12. Members of that Wylie Band will attend all
football games and perform throughout the game in the bleachers. They will perform in a pre-game show for home
games and will perform at half-time during some early season games. They will perform the drill team music at
half-time at all games. Members of that Wylie Band will also perform at all playoff games should the football team
advance.

Students in that Wylie Band will attend all of summer band rehearsals. When school begins, they will attend
practice on Friday mornings only. (Members of that Wylie Band who are not selected for the varsity band may
elect to attend all rehearsals if so desired in an effort to earn a spot in the Varsity Marching Band.)

2. Competition Marching Band. Any student in grades 9-12 is eligible for a position in this group. Students
who are selected for the competition band will participate in all the activities listed above for members of That
Wylie Band. In addition, they will perform at all half-time shows throughout the season. They will attend all
marching band contests in the fall.

Students in the Competition Marching Band will attend all summer band rehearsals.

Students will be selected for positions in the Competition Marching Band based on their marching ability, playing
ability, and level of responsibility.

School-owned / Issued Instruments

The Wylie Independent School District will provide a limited number of instruments for student use.
These instruments include such highly expensive instruments as the Bassoon, Oboe, Tenor Saxophone,
Baritone Saxophone, French Horn, Euphonium, Tuba, and general Percussion equipment. This
equipment is generally purchased by the school district for student use because of its extremely high
value. Thus, all school owned equipment must be handled with optimum care. Students failing to care
for, or take care of their school issued instrument will lose the privilege to use such instruments. The
following is a list of general procedures for school owned instruments:

1 The Wylie Independent School District does not provide insurance for individually or school
owned equipment. It is required of all students utilizing school owned instruments to provide
insurance coverage for the said instrument. Students will be held responsible for school owned
instruments issued to them. This responsibility will include fire, theft, accidental damage,
abuse and general maintenance needed not caused by normal use.

1 Each instrument will be issued in good playing condition. Each issued instrument will be checked
and cleaned by a music company prior to issue.

1 The band member is financially responsible for all equipment and/or materials checked out to
him or her.

1 All equipment and materials must be kept in their proper storage location when not in use.

Special Note
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purchased and repairs must still be made just like personally owned instruments. Please strive to treat
these instruments as if they were your own. Most school owned instruments exceed a $2,000.00 value.
Since the expense of purchasing, leasing or renting is waived, students using school owned
instruments are strongly encouraged to participate in the private lesson program.
